Shake the can until 
the mixing ball is heard and then for about 1 
minute more.  Spray 6 to 12 inches from the 
substrate.  Apply a thin, uniform coating, using 
even movements.  Wait one minute and apply a 
second coat over the �rst.  If three coats are 
desired, the third coat shoud be applied one 
minute after the second coat.  Drying time for 
the three coat layer may be around 40 minutes.
